Both the Campbell Historical Museum & Ainsley House reopened for public tours on
Friday, March 3. This is the first time in three years the Historical Museum has been
open.

The Fire Hose tower at the Historical Museum will be receiving new vinyl flooring in the
next week.

Museum Exhibits:

The Historical Museum opened with a new exhibit titled: Back From Extinction. It is a
small exhibit on the Muwekma Tribe. The exhibit case was a purchase from the Campbell
Museum Foundation to help improve exhibits at the Historical Museum.
